The abuse of power and position in exchange for sexual favours — sextortion — is both a form
of corruption and of gender-based violence (GBV), which makes it difficult to address. How
should the concept of sextortion be defined and understood in order to best tackle sextortion
in policy and practice? Which dynamics of sextortion can be identified at the country level and
how can it be better dealt with in development cooperation? These questions are addressed
in the EBA-report Sextortion: Corruption and Gender-Based Violence.

e Promote policy and regulation of sextortion at all levels.
