NAGRA AV STUDIENS SLUTSATSER

Tillit kan inte beordras fram.
Tillit byggs utifrdn en rad "tillitskallor”.

En viktig sddan kalla ar etablerade normer om hur en bistdndsorganisation “"ska”
fungera, bl a att den ska ha tillgdng till starka kontrollsystem.

En risk med sadana normer &r att de kan leda till likriktning bland de organisationer
som stods, eftersom tillit framst satts till organisationer som uppfyller normerna, oavsett
vilka resultat som uppnatts.

En och samma organisation kan samtidigt visa bade tillit och misstro — eftersom man
vaxlar mellan rollerna som givare respektive mottagare av bistand.

Forfattarna argumenterar bland annat for att mer vikt bor 1dggas vid relationer mellan
nyckelindivider. Langvariga sddana kan bidra till hogre tillit ocksa mellan organisationer.

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STEERING SWEDISH DEVELOPMENT

AID BY TRUST

Trust based management of public services serve to achieve better results. To

build trust is particularly difficult in the area of development cooperation: vast
distances, unequal power relations and complex practices provide hindrances.
The EBA report In Proper Organizations we Trust — Trust in Interorganizational
Aid Relations investigates the character and extent of trust based management
within Swedish Aid relationships.

SOME OF THE STUDY'S CONCLUSIONS

0 Trust may not be mandated.
e Trust is built from certain sources of trust.

e An important such source is norms about what a “proper organization” shall look like,
where the existence of strong control systems is one part.

o Such norms risk leading to mainstreaming of partner organizations, since trust is given
to organizations fulfilling the norms, rather than to results achieved.

e The same organization may simultaneously display both trust and mistrust — since it
may at the same time be both a donor and a receiver of aid.

The authors argue among other things for giving increased weight to inter-personal relations
between key individuals. Long-term relations between individuals may contribute to building
trust also between organizations.
